2. Call them and, in your own words, say something like (pick a few or mention all points):

human right.   
• Stop these drastic budget cuts and rising class sizes: we need a better budget in 2012. 
• I am concerned (outraged, distressed) about rising class sizes, loss of support programs and Kindergarten 

(arts, sports, science, teaching aids). [If you are aware of specific cuts in your district, mention them!] 
• Education is my top priority issue as a taxpayer and voter – a responsible community with strong values 

educates all of our children and makes it a priority – that is just how we ought to roll.  
• Oppose vouchers, they don’t work and we must take the steps necessary to support struggling schools for 

all kids in them. 
• We need to address special education issues. 
• Support a good funding formula that is fair and provides appropriate resources for all students to get a 

solid foundation for the future. 
• Let them know you plan to follow these issues and see what happens.
